Full series of between 6 to 8 days. 

Summer 
Full series of between 6 to 8 days. 

Champagne 
Shorter series to cover busy holiday period. 

Autumn 
Full series of between 6 to 8 days. 

Notes: 
1. Occasional special races such as the “Round Hilbre Race” will be ran for certain classes / fleets 

and will be scored both as part of the series and as the special event. 
2. OOD’s may choose to start more than one fleet / class together depending on numbers. 

Other Series
